Theme (“string”): “Meet John/Jane Doe. He/She is at CNU because...”

Focus on the reporting; don’t worry now about the writing.

Interview and report for pearls and —

• biographical details, background

• on-site reporting of setting—a setting that is likely to reveal “telling details,” or Wolfe’s “status details,” that reveal something about your subject’s character

• on-site reporting of sensory detail: sight, sound, smell, (touch), (taste)

• anecdotes that reveal something about your subject’s character, especially as it helps develop the theme.

In the character sketch, use scene (selected details from your on-site reporting) and dialogue (if you can glean some) to help give us a glimpse into your subject’s character. Give your reader a glimpse into what makes your subject tick, working with the theme for the assignment: “meet John/Jane. He/She is at CNU because....”
